Joseph, trusted steward (39:1-6)

Ishmaelites sold Joseph to Potiphar.

God was with him and Potiphar noticed & 
promoted him to trusted steward over his 
whole house. He too was blessed by God

Principle: A disciple with a clear mission is 
a victor, not a victim. 

ïDisciples are stewards, putting aside 
individual dreams & sharing in Godôs.



Joseph, tempted steward (39:7-18)

Potipharôswife noticed Joseph was 
ówell built & handsomeô. Day after day 
she invited him to bed but he refused.

Joseph had the normal automatic 
biological response. Yet he refusedé
ïóMy master has trusted me with 
everything but you.ô (Trust)

ïHow could I do this wickedness against 
God? Prov. 4:23 (Fear)

All this in the face of a ñsuperiorò.



Joseph, tempted steward (39:7-18)

When all were gone she grabbed his 
coat. Joseph left it and ran.

Process: Flattery (7)

ïPersistence (10)

ïEntrapment (12)

ïLying revenge é ñThis Hebrew you 
brought usé I screamed & he ran.ò
