The desires of the flesh

general sense of desire, or that which is the object 
of desire - not in the narrow sense in which it is 
now commonly used to denote libidinous 
passion. 



The desires of the eyes
·That which is designed merely to gratify the sight. This 

would include, of course, costly clothes, jewels, 
gorgeous furniture, splendid palaces, pleasure-
grounds, etc. 



Pride and possessions
·The word here used means, properly, ostentation or 

boasting, and then arrogance or pride.

·Saw it was good for food-lust of 
the flesh

·Pleasant to the eyes-lust of the

·Jesus was fasting but was 
hungry- Tempted with lust of 
the flesh

·Tempted Jesus to use his 
power- Sense  of  pride and 
glory

pleasing the eyes.
