13 For we are 
about to destroy this place, because the 
outcry against its people has become 
great before the Lord, and the Lord has 
sent us to destroy it."

"Up! Get out éfor the LORD is about to 
destroy the city." But he seemed to his 
sons-in-law to be jesting. 15éthe 
angels urged Lot é "Up! Take your 
wife and édaughters ..."16 But he 
lingered. So the men seized him and 
his wife and his two daughters é the 
LORDbeing merciful éand they 
brought him é outside the city.

escape to the hills... 20 Behold, this city 
is near enoughéLet me escape there éò 
21 He said é"Behold, I grant you this 
favor also, that I will not overthrow the 
city éò Therefore the name of the city 
was called Zoar. 
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23 The sun had risen on the earth 
when Lot came to Zoar. 24 Then the 
LORD rained on Sodom and Gomorrah 
sulfur and fire from the LORD out of 
heaven. 25 And he overthrew those 
cities, and all the valley, and all the 
inhabitants of the cities, and what 
grew on the ground. 26 But Lot's wife, 
behind him, looked back, and she 
became a pillar of salt.

Cong. Genesis 19:27-29
27 And Abraham went é to the place 
where he had stood before the LORD. 
28 And he looked down toward Sodom 
and Gomorrah éand, behold, the smoke 
of the land went up like the smoke of a 
furnace. 29 So éwhen God destroyed 
the cities of the valley, God remembered 
Abraham and sent Lot out of the midst 
of the overthrow when he overthrew 
the cities in which Lot had lived.
