ïJoseph put his cup in Benjaminôs 
sack, creating pressure to test them.

ïThe steward caught them: ñWhy 
have you returned evil for good?ò

Defense: ñWe brought the money 
back, why would we take a cup?ò ñLet 
the one who has it die; rest be slaves.ò
