expected. 

Background: Herod Archelaus went to 

Rome to claim his fathersô throne.

Delegation of equal stewardship (13)

Check of stewardship on return: 

ïóYour mina has made ___ minas.ô (16)



Teaching Points of the Parable

Faithfulness in little here brings 

authority over much in heaven. (17)

óUse it or lose it!ô (26) Those who do 

nothing, out of fear, will lose what they 

have.

Oppose God and be punished. (27)
