Imperishable crown… for those who 

run well 1Cor 9:24-27

Crown of rejoicing …made up of those 

we have helped lead to Christ.  Phil 

4:1;1Thes 2:19

Crown of righteousness … for those 

who anticipate (love) Christ‟s return. 

2Tim 4:7,8



What will the Judgments be? 

Crown of life …for those who‟ve 

suffered for Christ.  James 1:12, Rev 

2:10

Crown of glory …for those who have 

shepherded faithfully. 1Peter 5:1-4

Those who don‟t trust Christ‟s work for

them will be judged by their own works 

Without their names in the Book of Life 

they‟ll be thrown into the Lake of Fire. 

Rev 20:12,13
